 Full Depth Deck Replacement - 13 Spans
 Partial Depth Deck Replacement - 18 Spans
 Removal of Former Timber Bridge Remains
 Sidewalk, parapet, railing repairs

Curb to Curb Deck 
Replacement (13 Spans)

Hydro-Demo & HPC 
Overlay (18 Spans)

Removal of Previous 
Bridge Remains
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Partial Depth Deck Replacement – Hydro-demolition

 Removal technique which uses high-pressure water jets to remove concrete.

 Remaining concrete left in better condition than conventional impact removal (jack hammers, etc.)

 Noise is comparable to impact removal (jack hammers). Full depth removal will use impact methods so no significant 
increase/decrease in noise.

 Vertical shielding to reduce dust/debris in work area.
