HOUSEHOLDS AND FAMILIES: In 2005-2009 there were 47,000 households in Cape May
County. The average household size was 2 people.

Families made up 65 percent of the households in Cape May County. This figure includes both
married-couple families (49 percent) and other families (16 percent). Nonfamily households made
up 35 percent of all households in Cape May County. Most of the nonfamily households were
people living alone, but some were composed of people living in households in which no one was
related to the householder.

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NATIVITY AND LANGUAGE: Three percent of the people living in Cape May County in 2005-
2009 were foreign born. Ninety-seven percent was native, including 47 percent who were born in
New Jersey.

Among people at least five years old living in Cape May County in 2005-2009, 8 percent spoke a
language other than English at home. Of those speaking a language other than English at home,
58 percent spoke Spanish and 42 percent spoke some other language; 37 percent reported that
they did not speak English "very well."

GEOGRAPHIC MOBILITY: In 2005-2009, 87 percent of the people at least one year old living in
Cape May County were living in the same residence one year earlier; 6 percent had moved during
the past year from another residence in the same county, 2 percent from another county in the
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same state, 4 percent from another state, and less than 0.5 percent from abroad.

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EDUCATION: In 2005-2009, 88 percent of people 25 years and over had at least graduated from
high school and 27 percent had a bachelor's degree or higher. Twelve percent were dropouts;
they were not enrolled in school and had not graduated from high school.

The total school enroliment in Cape May County was 20,000 in 2005-2009. Nursery school and
kindergarten enrollment was 2,400 and elementary or high school enroliment was 13,000 children.
College or graduate school enroliment was 3,700.

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DISABILITY: In Cape May County, among people at least five years old in 2005-2009, percent

reported a disability. The likelihood of having a disability varied by age - from percent of people 5
to 15 years old, to percent of people 16 to 64 years old, and to percent of those 65 and older.

INDUSTRIES: In 2005-2009, for the employed population 16 years and older, the leading
industries in Cape May County were Educational services, and health care, and social assistance,
23 percent, and Arts, entertainment, and recreation, and accommodation and food services, 17
percent.
